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The Christian Year sometimes called the Christian Calendar 
records things such as Christmas, Palm Sunday, Easter, Advent, 
Lent, Pentecost, and many other special days during the year.  
The calendars put out by our denominations include special day 
offerings, the week of the ministry, the week of the laity, Christian 
education week, national day of prayer, world communion 
Sunday, and many more.  These calendars give us good 
reasons to come to church and even suggest when churches 
might focus on Membership, Evangelism and Stewardship.   
 
There is also the unofficial or unwritten Calendar which tells us 
that some Sundays will be big in attendance like Christmas and 
Easter.  While other Sundays will be low in attendance like, 
Memorial Day week-end, Labor Day and the Sunday nearest 
New Years Day.  Other low Sundays include most any Sunday 
during the summer, at spring break or fall break.  Weôve grown to 
accept these low times in the life of the church.   
 
September used to be Church Loyalty month, when school 
started and everyone was suppose to get over their summertime 
backsliding and get back in the swing of being the church.  But 
that is no longer the case.  September is just another month.  
When you think about it, itôs more than sad, itôs heartbreaking.   
 
Americans value their leisure time.  They value it so much that 
church is an after thought.  You hear the following excuses: If Iôm 
not going to the football game, if Iôm not going to be out of town, 
if I donôt sleep in, if I donôt go golf, or to the lake, or find 
something better to do, then Iôll be there.  
 A few years ago we would ask what would Jesus do?  And 
thatôs still a valid question.  But we might also ask, what would 
Jesus say?  How would Jesus feel?
