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Now we call them Ministry teams!  We are not playing 
semantic games.  We are making a basic attitude change 
about the work of the church.  Committee work is often 
viewed as an unpleasant task that is boring, uninteresting, 
or unrewarding.  Plus, no one wants to be ñstuckò with being 
a committee chairperson.   
 
The name change reflects a new attitude about doing 
ministry together.  We want to begin with a positive mindset 
and people with a passion for the work of their ministry 
team.  We still need leaders, but we are not calling them 
chair persons.  We are calling them leaders or facilitators.  
They are part of a team and they help keep the ministry on 
track, remember things that need to be done, and 
encourage other team members to share their ideas.  
 
We want people to get passionate about using their spiritual 
gifts, their training, and their abilities to make us a better 
church.  We need people to be involved in the ministries of 
the church.  Where are your passions ï worship, fellowship, 
education, somewhere else?  Be part of the team!  The 
Bible says each member is a part of the body.  Each part 
needs to function for the body to do all it needs to do.
