Hunger kills. Every day, 34,000 children under five
die ofhunger or preventable diseases resulting from
hunger. (Bread for the World)

In the United States, 12 million children live in
households where people have to skip meals or eat
less to make ends meet. That means one in ten
households in the U.S. aliging with hunger or are at
risk of hunger.

More than 800 million people in the world go
hungry.

With these statistics hunger seems to be an
overwhelming issue, with no means to an end.
