We finished the move on Sunday afternoon. 
  
The project will take about 4 months to complete.   Our 
target was not to exceed $410,000 and we should be able 
to stay within that price.   We know we have a couple of 
additional expenses but we still feel the price is do-able, 
otherwise we would not have started.    
  
Classes have been relocated and some still need to find a 
meeting place.  Doug's class will be meeting in the choir 
room to start and Mark will teach in his office.   The nursery 
will move to the youth building.   Other rooms including the 
narthex may be pressed into service.   
  
Everyone needs to stay out of the upstairs, fellowship hall, 
and downstairs areas of the Education building.  Various 
trades will be working in those areas during the week, but 
even at night and on the week -ends nails and other hazards 
will be present.  Thanks for your patience in this process 
and thanks for your support.   Keep those cards and letters 
coming in, because while we have most of the money in 
hand, part of our project still rel ies on pledges.
